Speaker—Mr. Bob Wishoff 

Alibates Flint Quarries of the Texas Panhandle 
Bob Wishoff will present new information that focuses on the spatial analysis he per-
formed on the quarry pit location data from Alibates National Monument.  He will discuss 
what he did, what the analyzed data looks like, and what the implications of the analysis 
are with regard to the organization of flint mining activities. He also hopes (through his re-
search) to convince the National Park Service to re-survey the pits and perhaps excavate 

one as part of their three-year plan to further develop the site at Fritch, Texas.  

 Mr. Wishoff just completed his Masters in Anthropology this past May with a focus 
on Archeology from Texas State University, San Marcos. He is also the owner/webmaster 
of dirtbrothers.org, the largest archeology website on earth. The website is ten years old 
and is focusing more and more on education via college-level archaeology and anthropol-
ogy course notes. He has been a chemist, editor/publisher of three books, promoter of Na-

tive American art, international freelance computer consultant and radio broadcaster.
